	Students will volunteer to show their PowerPoint presentations created illustrating robotics and input devices.
Students will be allowed to choose a partner to work with as we prepare to build the first robots.
Students will be allowed to move around the room to sit next to their partners.
The teacher will show the LEGO Mindstorms robot kits discuss the inventory, the set up of the kit, and the parts guide available in each kit. The importance of keeping the items in order will be emphasized throughout this discussion.

The teacher will have a LEGO Mindstorms robot built to show the class.

Then the software used to program the LEGO Mindstorms robots will be projected on the ActivBoard and illustrated to the class. 

Next, the teacher will demonstrate how the LEGO Mindstorms robots are programmed using the LEGO Mindstorms software. The LEGO Mindstorms robot will be placed on the floor and demonstrated.
