	The teacher will have a maze designed and students will be instructed to program their LEGO Mindstorms robots to move through the maze.

As the students are successful with programming their LEGO Mindstorms robots to move through the maze the class will discuss how LEGO Mindstorms robots can be used for safety, search and rescue, etc.
Students will be instructed to draw floor plans of their homes.  Then the students should draw lines to each family member’s bedroom.  These lines will help program a LEGO Mindstorms robot to rotate through each room checking each room for members of the family which may be trapped during a fire. Students will take turns attaching a Webcam to the top of their LEGO Mindstorms robot and use the Webcam to check for individuals in each room.
The students will use painter’s tape to set up the floor plans of their homes inside the computer lab.
