Creating a story in Alice using a Storyboard

Duration: 55 Minutes (Finishing the project will be tomorrows assignment)
Goal: Teach students how to use a storyboard to create a story in Alice

Objective: 

1. Students will be able to create a storyboard.

2. Students will be able to state why it is important for them to create a storyboard before they start on their story in Alice.

3. Students will be able to create a story from their storyboard into Alice.

Lesson:

Induction Activity: Hand out the Muddy City Problem for them to work on for the first 10 minutes of class. 

Instruction:

· Go over the possible options for the Muddy City problem. Explain to them the problem solving principles, and that everyone can have a different answer.

· Go over storyboard and how important it is to storyboard, to think out their ideas before they start creating it in Alice

· Show example of Monsters Inc. video where they show how they storyboard the movie.

Assessment:

Students will create a story from using a storyboard.

Project: You will be creating a short story about a day in the life of an animal. You can use stories that you already know, but adapt it to make it your own. An example would be the Three Little Pigs. You need to have at least 4 objects in your story
Requirements:

1. You must complete a storyboard in pencil before you start on your story in Alice.

2. Once you have finished your storyboard you must get it approved by me.

3. Create your background in Alice

4. Create at least 4 objects

a. You need to have animals, a barn, a house, etc. (You can not just have animals, but you need to include at least 2 animals to interact)

5. Have your objects talk and interact with each other

6. Have your objects move

7. Include a title at the beginning of your project

8. Include a closing title at the end of your project

Grading Rubric:

Completed Storyboard = 20 points

Background = 10 points

Created at least 4 objects = 40 points

Objects interact = 10 points

Objects move = 10 points

Title at beginning = 5 points

Title at end = 5 points
