ALICE LESSON PLAN

OBJECTIVES:    The student will be able to:

1. Follow step-by-instructions to create a Farm Animals project using Alice.

2. Add objects to templates using the Local Gallery.

3. Move objects up, down, left and right using meters and revolutions.

4. Perform the following operations:  Loop, Wait, and Do together.

FARM/ANIMALS ACTIVITY:
1. Create a new world using the dirt template.

2. Save as:  Farm Animals              Caution:  save every 10-15 minutes.

3. Go to the Local Gallery and add the following objects from the Animal category:  a cat, a cow, 2 chickens and a bunny.  Now add a barn from the Farm category.

4. Wait enter 2 seconds.

5. Open the barn doors at the same time:

· the left door – turn left .5 revolutions.
· the right door – turn right .5 revolutions.

· Do together, enter 2 seconds.

6. You will have each animal turn left at the same time:

· Cheshirecat – turn left .5 revolutions.

· cow – turn left .5 revolutions.

· Chicken – turn left .5 revolutions.

· Chicken2 – turn left .5 revolutions.

· bunny – turn left .5 revolutions.
· Do together

7. Have the bunny hop into the barn first by completing the following: 

· choose bunny – move up .5 meters





      move forward .5 meters





      move down .5 meters





       Loop, enter 8 times
8. Have each of the remaining animals move forward 10 meters.

cheshireCat, Chicken, Chicken2, and the cow

9. Close the barn doors at the same time:

· choose the left door – turn right .5 revolutions.
· choose the right door – turn left .5 revolutions.

· Do Together
