Exercises to Add Methods
1. Using the Island world you created in our first Alice handout, add a method to make the goldfish (or whatever fish you created) jump out of the water.  The fish should not be seen after it goes back into the water. Show Instructor your world in action.
2. Using the Alice Tea Party world, add a method to have Alice jump on top of the table.  She should appear to be standing top of the table when finished. Take a picture of your world when finished and create a Word document with a copy of this picture.

3. Switching over to Dr. Java, create a turtle method that will have the turtle write a word.  Example call the method “turtle.drawFBLA();”.  The turtle should draw the word FBLA.  The letter should not be connected.  You should write this to your file and add it to your Word document.
