Objective: 
Students should able to explain why Java is case sensitive and what will happen in the interactions pane if a lower case letter is used in class names and if an upper case letter is used in Java primitive.

Procedure: 
· Teacher will explain to students that Java is case sensitive and that class names start with an uppercase letter and that Java primitive will start with a lower case letter.  In Java only Class names start with an uppercase letter. All other names start with lowercase letters but uppercase the first letter of each additional word.

· Students will be given an identifying classes worksheet of 20 words to determine which name on the worksheet is primitive types, and which of the names are of classes?
· Students will then be asked to type each name in the interactions pane to see what happens on their screens.
Materials being used:  Internet, free download of DrJava, computer, pen, paper flash drive to save.
Assessment:  Students will be graded by the number of correct responses answered corrected.
