With the expanded Curriculum these are the programs that need to be installed in the Computer Labs I am using.

1.  Java Virtual Machine
A.   Go to http://java.sun.com
B.  Click on the link on the right hand side of the page Java SE
C. Click on the link to download the JDK 6 Update 6
D. Click on yes for the security information.

E.   Select the windows platform, multilanguage
Click the box that says you agree to Java SE Development Kit 6 License Agreement.

Click Continue
G. Click on yes for the security information.

H.  Click the windows offline installation.

Click on the file Name
(Do not use the download manager) I could not get it to download using the download manager.

I.  Click Open
J.  Click save  and save the installation file to the C drive on the computer.

You can use this file to complete the installation process on other computers by copying the file to other machines.

K.   Once the file has completely downloaded, click [Open] to begin the installation process

L.  When Installation is completed click run
M. Accept the License Agreement and click next

N.   Keep all the default settings. Note the Install to: location and click [Next]

O.  Select any browser you wish the program to register with. Normally this would be Microsoft Internet Explorer. Click [Next] to continue.

P.  Click next all the way through until you see finish.
Q.  In order for the Java SDK to run properly, the computer must know where the SDK executable files are and the SDK executable files must know where to save the source files. You can accomplish this by  creating  a directory in which to store the source files.  Name the directory “Source”.

Create the directory on the root drive as follows: C:\Source

R.

From the START menu, right-click [My Computer] and choose [Properties] from the shortcut menu. Click the Advanced tab
Alternative One for R: If the [My Computer] icon is located on your desktop, you can right-click the icon and choose [Manage] from the shortcut menu.

Alternative Two for R : From the [Start] menu, click [Control Panel]. In the Control Panel, click the [System] icon.

S.  . From the System Variables category in the Environment Variables dialog box click new.
Enter CLASSPATH as the Variable name.Enter  C:\Source; C:\Program Files\Java\jdk1.6.0_06\lib\   as the variable value.

Click Ok.

T.. From the User Variables category in the Environment Variables  click new.

Enter PATH 
as the Variable name. 

In the Variable value enter

C:\Program Files\Java\jdk1.6.0_06\bin\

Click on ok.

U. Restart the computer.

V.  Create a shortcut to Notepad on the desktop.  Do this by right-clicking the desktop and choosing  New and Shortcut.

W.  Enter C:\WINDOWS\NOTEPAD.EXE  for the location click next.

X.  Give the shortcut the name “Java”.  Click Finish

Y. Create a new shortcut .  This time cmd in the location box. Click Next

Z.  Give the new shortcut the name “Java Command Prompt” click Finish.

A1.  Right-click the icon for the new shortcut and choose (Properties)

B1.  From the Properties Dialog box choose the (Shortcut) tab.

C1. Enter the location of the directory in which the source files are stored in the (Start in ) box.  It should say  C:\Source  
click  ok
D1.  Test the system by Opening  notepad and enter the following text:

class HelloWorld {

   public static void main(String []args) {

     System.out.println("Hello World!");

   }

  }
E1.  Save the file as HelloWorld.java in the C:\Source directory.  

Choose All Files in the Save as type: dropdown list.  Click save.

F1.  Open the Java Command Prompt

at the prompt type  javac HelloWorld.java at the prompt and press enter.

G1.  If you don’t receive any error messages type java HelloWorld and press enter.  The screen should have on it Hello World!

2. Scratch:

Go to http://scratch.mit.edu/ and click on the link to the right download scratch.
Skip the optional form and click on the continue to Scratch Download

Click on the windows version to the right  ScratchInstaller.exe (30.3 MB) 

This will install Scratch  or you may want to use the execute file to install the program or other computers.
3.   Alice:

Go to http://www.alice.org/ and in the downloads section click on Alice 2.0.

In the Windows section click on Download Alice for Pc
Download the Alice Folder

You may be able to  save the file and install it on other computers.

4.    J Creator
Go to  http://www.jcreator.com/
Click and download tryout  JCreator

Click down JCreator LE Version
Install it on the computers.
