G.  Tell it to run the application

H..  Select C drive as the directory to download files. 

I.  Click start to begin the download. 

J.  One the execution file has been downloaded. Click open to begin the installation.
K.  Accept the license agreement.
L. Click next.

M. Click next

N.   click finish

O.  Create a directory to store the source files for Java.  Name it Source

C:\Source

P.  From the Start menu click (Control Panel). In the Control Panel , click the (System) icon.

Q. From the System Properties dialog box, choose the (Advanced) tab and click the (Environment Variables) button.

R. From the System Variables category in the Environment Variables dialog box click new.
Enter CLASSPATH as the Variable name.Enter  C:\Source; C:\Program Files\Java\jdk.6.0\lib\   as the variable value.

Click Ok.

S.. From the User Variables category in the Environment Variables  click new.

Enter PATH 
as the Variable name. 

In the Variable value enter

C:\Program Files\Java\jdk.6.0\bin\

Click on ok.

T. Restart the computer.

U.  Create a shortcut to Notepad on the desktop.  Do this by right-clicking the desktop and choosing  New and Shortcut.

V.  Enter C:\WINDOWS\NOTEPAD.EXE  for the location click next.

W.  Give the shortcut the name “Java”.  Click Finish

X. Create a new shortcut .  This time cmd in the location box. Click Next

Y.  Give the new shortcut the name “Java Command Prompt” click Finish.

Z.  Right-click the icon for the new shortcut and choose (Properties)

A1.  From the Properties Dialog box choose the (Shortcut) tab.

B1. Enter the location of the directory in which the source files are stored in the (Start in ) box.  C:\Source  click  ok
C1.  Test the system by Opening  notepad and enter the following text:

class HelloWorld {

   public static void main(String []args) {

     System.out.println("Hello World!");

   }

  }
D1.  Save the file as HelloWorld.java in the C:\Source directory.  

Choose All Files in the Save as type: dropdown list.  Click save.

E1.  Open the Java Command Prompt

at the prompt type  javac HelloWorld.java at the prompt and press enter.

F1.  If you don’t receive any error messages type java HelloWorld and press enter.  The screen should have on it Hello World!
