Career Cards

Students will create a career card for a technology career that interests him/her.

Students will demonstrate an understanding of a technology career by creating a career profile.  

Georgia Performance Standard: BCS-CMW-1.  Students will explore the different careers available in the field of computing.

Assignment expected time approximately 90 minutes to complete research and card and 90 minutes for presentations.
Materials:

1. Internet (http://www.bls.org/k12/index.htm or http://www.gcic.peachnet.edu or other career sites)

2. Microsoft PowerPoint

Technology Connection:

Students will use the Internet to conduct their research and complete the career card using Microsoft PowerPoint.

Procedures:

Step 1:  Student will work individually and research a career of their choice in technology.

Step 2:  Students will complete a career card.

Step 3:  The students will present their career cards to the class.

Step 4:  Career cards are copied and distributed to all students.

Assessment:

Students will receive a grade based on their career card and their presentation.
