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Install Directions for JES
Jython Environment for Students
For this course, it is highly recommended that you install JES (Jython Environment for Students) as we will be using this environment in class for our computational media unit.  JES is a full-featured media computation environment for programming in Jython.  It includes facilities for programming, debugging, and media examination.  JES also comes with an extensive multimedia API, enabling easy and rapid manipulations of sounds, images, and on some platforms, video. It comes in distributions for Windows, Macintosh OS X, and Linux.  
Windows Users

You must first check to see if you have the Java Software Development Kit on your machine.  (JES uses the Python programming language, but it is built on top of Java.)  To do this, go to C:\Program Files\Java and check to see if you have folders with names that start with JDK1.6 (or is it JRE???)
If you have Java already installed, download JES from:

If there is no Java on your machine, download JES (with Java 1.6) from:

http://coweb.cc.gatech.edu/mediaComp-teach/uploads/26/jes-4-2b-windows.zip
When prompted for download location, you can choose any location on your hard drive.  I recommend creating a folder named JES and putting it in C:\Program Files.
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Once downloaded, extract all files from the zip file.  Click on the icon            to run JES.

Note:  if you use Windows Vista and have any trouble,

Download JDK 6 Update 14 with JavaFX SDK from:

2.
Copy jes-vista.bat.zip into the same folder as JES.bat.

3.
Double-click JES-vista.bat and approve whatever dialogs arise because Vista is security-obsessed.

Mac OS X Users

Macs usually come with Java, so you shouldn’t have to check for it.  Download JES from:

http://coweb.cc.gatech.edu/mediaComp-teach/uploads/26/jes-4-2b-mac.zip.  Open the disk image and drag the application to your Applications directory and double-click to run. It requires OS 10.4 (Tiger).
Linux Users

Download JES from:

http://coweb.cc.gatech.edu/mediaComp-teach/uploads/26/jes-4-2b-nojava.zip.  Extract the zip file and run JES.sh to start JES.  
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
