	1. On the ActivBoard, teacher will write down responses to today’s essential question: “What do computer programmers do?” Teacher will discuss with students some misconceptions about the computer programming industry.

2. Using the ActivBoard, the teacher will demonstrate to students how to find Alice on the network and opening the programming.

3. Teacher will then instruct students to complete the Alice tutorials.

4. At the closing of the period, the students “Ticket out the Door” will be to describe one thing that they found interested about what Alice could do.

· Create a short Alice program by making an object do at least four things.

· Develop a story line for their own “Introducing Alice” project
	

	STRATEGIES


	1. Teacher will discuss with students how computer programming has evolved by showing a brief history of computer PowerPoint presentation.

2. Teacher will then discuss with students about what their perception of the Alice program are.

3. Teacher will address the “Ticket out the Door” slips from Day 1 with class and have students share what they were meaning.

4. Teacher will have students open Alice and show them how to create a world and create an object in the world.

5. Students will then create a world with two bunnies in it.

6. Students will “play” with Alice and make the bunnies perform at least four actions. (Talking, Jumping, Moving forward, etc.)

7. Students will share their clip with students in their share groups.

8. When all students have shared their clips, students will be handed the “Introducing Alice” project sheet.

9. Students will begin using Alice’s objects list to brainstorm and develop an idea to create a commercial of the Travel location used in the Travel Brochure project completed two weeks prior to this assignment.
10. Teacher will assign student “Ticket out the Door” to be that all students must turn in their rough idea of what world and object to use in their commercial.
