Lesson Plan for Alice
National Standards: Programming part of Computer Science in the Modern World (ACM Model Curriculum for K-12 Level II)

Georgia Standards: BCS-CMW-20
Students will demonstrate an understanding of basic programming concepts.  

(a) Define basic programming concepts:  variable, data type, procedure, parameter, conditional, iteration, flowchart, and pseudocode.

(c) Write programs with sequences, conditionals, and iteration.

Materials: Alice (free software from http://www.alice.org/ version 2.2)  It will run on all types of machines.  It is also helpful to have headphones to cut down on the noise.  You can ask the students to bring in their own headphones.

120 minutes:  Have students create their own game.  Students will need to create storyboard and a flowchart for their game. 

Open Alice:

· Create your own story in Alice. 
· Begin with a storyboard. 
· Include a background.

· You should have a minimum of four objects.
· You must use at least 3 existing methods for each object!  

· You must include a unique method (one you created) for atleast one objects.
· Extra credit given for including three of the following:
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· Submit a Flowchart for your extra credit method.
